Secondary FR protection coveralls are considered 
single use garments. 
Attached sock boots are designed to be worn inside 
protective outer footwear. 
DuPont offers a variety of specialty fabrics for a 
variety of applications:  Tyvek® for dry particulate 
hazards; Tychem® for liquid and gas chemical 
hazards (this material standard); Nomex® for thermal 
hazards; and Kevlar® for cut and abrasion protection 
plus ballistic protection for law enforcement and 
military applications.
