2. Angle Crossarm Braces shall be of the configuration shown in Figure 2, fabricated from one piece of structural steel, 
in accordance with EEI TDJ-6, as it applies to angle crossarm braces. 

3. Flat and Angle Crossarm Braces shall be hot-dipped galvanized after fabrication per ASTM A 153  
(3 mils minimum). 

4. Packaging shall be in accordance with EEI Packaging Standards.
