1. Scope
This standard covers high performance pressure-sensitive masking tape consisting of a
pressure-sensitive adhesive on crepe paper backing.

Masking tape is intended for indoor general use and applications, such as bundling,
sealing, wrapping, and labeling.

Tensile strength (longitudinal 19 Ib/in

Ultimate elongation, min. 10%

Adhesion to steel (oz/in of width, 30 oz/in

minimum)

Performance When applied to a properly painted surface, tape shall strip

clean, leaving no film or residue; tape shall also not strip off
or remove any of the underlying paint coating.

Tape shall be packaged to prevent damage during shipping, storage, and casual
handling prior to use.
