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Traffic Control Paddle Kits, Roll-Up 

  

1. Scope 

This standard covers the requirements for “STOP/SLOW” traffic control paddle kits, 

roll-up type.  Kits include signs, handle, staff and bag. 

This standard applies to Seattle City Light (SCL) Stock No. 765188. 

2. Application 

Traffic control paddles are used by job site personnel to assist with traffic control.  Signs 

can be mounted on handles or staffs. 

3. Requirements 

Product requirements shall be as defined in Section 6. 

4. Packaging 

Product shall be packaged to prevent damage during shipping, handling, and storage. 

Individual packages shall be legibly marked with: 

▪ Manufacturer name 

▪ Manufacturer catalog number 

▪ Product description 

▪ SCL stock number 
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Shipping containers shall be legibly marked with: 

▪ Seattle City Light purchase order number
